Wiscasset Senior Center
Constitution and By-laws (approved 2/3/2003, updated April 2006)

Article 1. Purpose

Section 1.01 The Wiscasset Senior Center (hereafter called the “Senjor Center”) shall
provide recreation, education, information, social services and other aging related
resources to persons 50 years of age or older, and/or their spouses.

Article ll.  Membership Categories:

Section 2.01  Senior Center Membership:

(a)  Senior Center Membership is available to anyone 50 years of age or older or whose spouse is 50
years of age or older.

Section 2.02  Senior Center Supporter Membership:

(a) Senior Center Supporter membership is available to those who are under 50 years of age and
whose spouse is under 50 years of age.

Section 2.03 Benefits:

(a) Benefits pertinent to each category will be determined by the Board of Trustees and shall be
published yearly.

Section 2.04 Dues:
(a) Dues are payable yearly and the amount will be determined by the Board of Trustees.

Section 2.05 Inability to pay:

(a) No one will be denied participation in the meal program because of the inability to pay for the
meal. Consideration will be on a meal to meal basis. Inability to pay for all other activities will be
considered by the Board of Trustees on each individual occurrence.

Article lll. Trustees - Officers — Committees

Section 3.01 Trustees:

(2) The Board of Trustees shall consist of 3 officers, Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer, and 6
Trustees at Large. Trustees are to be elected for 3-year terms. Initially their terms of office shall be
determined by lot, as follows: Three for a term of 1 year each, three for a term of 2 years each and
three for a term of 3 years each. (April 2006)

(i) Each member must be 50 years or older and a member of the Wiscasset Senior Center.
(ii) The 3 officers must be residents of the town of Wiscasset.
(iii) 2 of'the Trustees at Large must be residents of the town of Wiscasset. (April 2006)

(b) Elections will occur at the annual membership meeting which must be held within 2 weeks
following the annual Wiscasset Town Meeting. The Nominating Committee shall provide a list of
candidates for all open positions on the Board of Trustees. Candidates may also be nominated
from the floor at the membership meeting. If there are more candidates then positions available
then a secret ballot will be held. Only Senior Center members are allowed to vote at any
membership meeting.

(¢) Vacancies occurring on the Board of Trustees shall be temporarily filled by the Board of Trustees,
with the term of office of the replacement to run until the next annual meeting/general election. At
that time an election will be held to fill any remaining time.

(d) The Trustees shall, immediately following the Annual Meeting and election of members to the
Board of Trustees, elect the following officers from amongst themselves: Chairman, Treasurer and
Secretary.
